Rules of Procedure for conducting graduation exam at M.Sc. Studies, chemistry major, which were enacted by The Faculty of Chemistry Council on 22nd December 2010.
1. Graduation exam at M.Sc. studies, chemistry major, is oral. It consists of questions asked by the commission during the Master’s defence and of questions randomly selected from a pool of questions known in advance. 

2. The questions asked by the commission are connected to the specialization of the examinee, whereas the randomly selected questions refer to one out of four fields of chemistry:

· inorganic and analytical chemistry

· organic chemistry and technology

· physical chemistry and spectroscopy

· quantum chemistry and crystallography

3. Field of chemistry, of which the exam is taken by the student, does not have to be related with the subjects of courses taught at the Teaching Department, at which the Master’s thesis is prepared. The thesis supervisor is obliged to determine the field of chemistry, of which the exam will be taken, when assigning the topic of the Master’s thesis.

4. At the beginning of each academic year a pool of approximately 50 questions from each field of chemistry is published on the website of Faculty of Chemistry.

5. During the exam, the student draws a question from the pool. The Chairman of the commission can order the student to draw more questions (after the student answered the question or declined to answer the question), however, the number of questions drawn by the student cannot exceed three. The student’s answer or answers are graded by the commission and regardless of the number of questions drawn one grade is given. One of the conditions of passing the exam is that an answer to at least one question is graded positively by the commission. 

6. The final exam grade is a sum of half of the grade given for answering the question or questions drawn and of half of the average of grades given for answering the questions asked by the commission.
